Resident Spotlight:  JAMES MARCUS WEISENBERGER 
 

I was born on July 28, 1931 in St. Francis Hospital in LaCrosse, Wisconsin.  My mother was French and 

her name was Martha Perkins. She was an exceptionally good saleswoman.  She sold World Book Encyclopedias 

and really loved sharing these books of knowledge with her customers. My father was German and his name was 

Ralph Weisenberger, Sr.  He was a dairy farmer and a very good father.  I have ten siblings, four brothers, 

Ralph Jr., Joe, George, Jack and six sisters Margaret, Phyllis, Eileen, Mary Kay, Jeanette and Barbara. 

 

A favorite childhood memory of mine was selling apples from my uncleôs orchard while driving door to 

door.  I learned to drive by watching my uncle on these trips and he eventually let me sit on a pillow and drive 

the truck.  When I got a little older, I was issued a special permit from the City Police to drive my younger      

siblings to our Catholic school, so they would not have to walk five miles.  Only public schools had bus service 

back then.
